With this in mind, and this 

strong emphasis on individualism, how can we help our students focus on the importance of the         

community?  

Jesus came to restore broken relationships by restoring the relationship between God and human beings. 

Jesus also provides healing for all broken relationships and makes it possible for us to try to live in       

harmonious and loving relationships with one another and for us to offer support and care to those who 

are experiencing difficulties in relationships.  

So back to the classroomé.. we will explore ways that we can all use 

our gifts and talents to build community in the school, family and wider 

community. We will investigate the Christian belief that love and         

forgiveness are the basis for positive relationships and healthy         

communities.  
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
